CONWAY REVIEW LECTURE
The Conway Review Lecture is organized mainly by the Section of Biological Sciences and has been awarded since 1977.  It commemorates Edward J. Conway F.R.S., one time Professor of Biochemistry in University College, Dublin. The subject of the lecture can come from a wide field in the biological sciences and is given usually at the summer meeting of the Section.  The lecturer receives the Academy silver medal.
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
